Parent Corner

Read to your child every night for 20 minutes. Ask your child to identify the
characters in a story. Talk about the setting. Where is the story taking place?
What time of day is it?

Read nursery rhymes and other rhyming poetry to your child. Talk about the
words that rhyme.

In the car play the rhyming game. Say a word and have your child think of a
word the rhymes with the word you said. (example: car/star/far or
cow/how/now)

Read riddles to your child and let them solve the riddles. Have your child
make up their own riddles.

Number fun

Roll a pair of dice. Have the children count the number of dots on each die
and add the dots.

Roll a pair of dice ask you child to identify the dice with the most dots or the
least dots.

Practice reciting the prayer, Hail Mary with your child.
